“Spiritual Life”  programs. We are unable to 
take on a new ministry at this time, but 
please pray as we work with churches to 
challenge them to reach out to people with 
special needs in their communities.

Some of you may wonder what 
some of our ministry names mean. Some may be familiar 
with one aspect of my ministry but not the way we as      
missionaries are interconnected with ALL the 10 ministry 
departments of H*VMI. In this and future letters, I will be 
highlighting different ministry areas to help you further     
understand what we do… and how you can pray!  
 

 PIP: Stands for Parents In Progress. This support group ministry is for 
 parents who have children (of any age) with disabilities. We currently host 3 
 monthly groups; two in NJ and one in PA. Meetings are led by our staff or in 
 some cases, parents themselves. We pray together, share devotional
 thoughts, swap resources and see parents encourage each other by  
 sharing “like” experiences. I attend the meetings, plan our annual family 
 picnic, put together a parent’s newsletter (for the many parents we serve 
 who live too far away to attend meetings) and send out monthly meeting   
 reminder notices.
